We will visit two places rarely visited by travellers. 

Firstly the massive funerary temple of the great 
Ramses II, the Ramesseum, dating back to the 13th 
century BC, with its great pylon, halls and       

courtyards and then the marvellous Tombs of the 
Nobles, which were burial places of some of the 
most powerful courtiers and persons of the    an-

cient city of Thebes.    (B)

Later today you are invited to ôafternoon teaõ at the 

famous Old Winter Palace Hotel, frequented by 
Howard Carter, discoverer of King Tutankhamunõs 
tomb in 1922! Sample cakes and tea and take in the 

ambience of a bygone era.  

Fri 04 Feb  ARRIVE CAIRO  

Welcome to Egypt! We arrive Cairo early this 
morning. We will transfer to our central Cairo 

hotel, the Cairo Sheraton, located on the banks of 
the Nile in Cairo. Relax for the remainder of the 
day or maybe take a leisurely stroll along the   

waterfront. 

Thu 03 Feb  AUSTRALIA - CAIRO  

Depart Australia with Emirates Airlines for Cairo, 

via Dubai. 

Sat 05 Feb  CAIRO  

This morning we take a guided tour of the       
marvellous Cairo Museum which holds the vast and 

beautiful treasures of King Tutankhamen (who ruled 
Egypt from 1333BCð1324BC) including his famous 

gold and lapis death mask. 

Following lunch at one of Cairoõs restaurants we 
will venture to the nearby Pyramids built around 

4500years ago.  

See the ôgreat pyramidõ of Khufu (Cheops), another 
built by Cheopõs son - Khafre (Chephren) and the 

smallest by Menkaure (Mykerinos). We will visit 
Pharaoh Cheopõs funerary boat housed in the small 
but excellent museum located behind the pyramid. 

This ôsolar boatõ, made from the cedars of Lebanon, 
was unearthed and reconstructed in 1954 and had  
carried Cheopõs body along the Nile to the      

Pyramids for burial.  

Our tour would not be complete without a visit to 

the famous Sphinx, standing majestically below 
Khafreõs pyramid. At the conclusion of the visit we 
will return to the Cairo Sheraton Hotel for over-

night.     (BL)

This morning we board our Nile cruise boat, the 
M.S. TuYa or TiYi. Following lunch on board we will 

visit the vast temple complexes of Karnak and 
Luxor with our Egyptologist guide. Take in the 
huge columns before you and the massive pool 

and precincts of Karnak Temple.

Continue on to the smaller but still beautiful 

Luxor Temple with its Pharaonic, Islamic and 

Christian sections.  

Journey across the Nile to the West Bank and the 
Necropolis of Thebes. We wander through the 

Valley of the Kings and enter some tombs before 
visiting the imposing Temple of Queen Hatshepsut 
and the Valley of the Queens. Return to the 

cruise. Dinner and overnight in Luxor. (BLD) 

Tue 08 Feb  ESNA  

We sail from Luxor this morning, bound for Esna 

Lock.      (BLD) 

Wed 09 Feb  EDFU ð KOM OMBO  

This morning we travel through Edfu by horse and 
carriage to the temple dedicated to the God 

Horus, built over 2000 years ago and considered 

the best preserved temple in Egypt. We continue 
our leisurely sail on to Kom Ombo. Join in the fun 

this evening and don a ôgalabayaõ (traditional 

dress).     (BLD) 

Thu 10 Feb  ASWAN  

Visit the temple of Kom Ombo, dedicated to the 
Gods Sobek and Haroeris (Horus the Elder). 

Continue sailing onto Aswan. Lunch on board. On 
arrival in Aswan we will visit the magnificently 
engineered High Dam, the Granite Quarries and 

the picturesque Temple of Philae dedicated to the 
Goddess Isis. In the afternoon we sail on the Nile 
aboard a ôfeluccaõ (traditional sailing vessel) and 

float around Kitchener's Island in the expert hands 

of the local helmsman. Enjoy afternoon tea back 
on board our Nile cruise boat and this evening we 
will witness a Nubian Folkloric Show aboard. 

Overnight on board in Aswan.  (BLD) 

Fri 11 Feb  ASWANé. 

        Disembark Nile Cruise ð ABU SIMBEL  

We leave our cruise ship this morning and fly to 
Abu Simbel where Ramses II had two great   

temples cut into the rock. In the 1960õs the   

temples were carefully dismantled and raised to 
higher ground to prevent them being submerged 
by the construction of the High Dam. We will 
visit both the Temple of the powerful Pharaoh 

Ramses II and that of his favourite wife, Nefertari. 
Stay overnight in Abu Simbel at the Seti I Hotel 
and this evening see the spectacular Sound and 

Light Show when history comes alive. (BD) 

Sat 12 Feb  ABU SIMBEL ð ASWAN -    

             CAIRO  

We fly via Aswan to Cairo today. On arrival we 

shall transfer to the Cairo Sheraton Hotel for the 

following two nights stay. Overnight Cairo. (B) 

Sun 13 Feb  CAIRO

Khan el Khalili Bazaars for some shopping time. 
You can either remain at the Bazaar and make
