WED 11 MAY   DEPART AUSTRALIA  
Evening departure from Australia (Sydney, Melbourne, Brisbane and 
Perth) on Emirates Airlines via Dubai to Tripoli. (other cities -domestic 
flights apply).   

 
THU 12 MAY    ARRIVE TRIPOLI  
Arrive Tripoli early afternoon and transfer to our centrally located hotel for 

the following two nights.  
 
FRI 13 MAY   TRIPOLI  
Our morning is at leisure. Enjoy lunch before we are taken on a tour of 

this Mediterranean city of Tripoli. Turkish and Italian influences gave birth 
to a charming white city of elegant facades which earned the city the title 
of ñWhite Bride of the Mediterraneanò. Originally it was the ultimate         
destination of ancient trans -Sahara caravans and the gateway to the    
unexplored riches of Africa. We visit the superb National Museum, Green 
Square, the Church of Santa Maria, the 18th century British Consulate, 

the 17th century French Consulate and Arch of Marcus Aurelius. Return to 
hotel.            (BL)  
 

SAT 14 MAY  LEPTIS MAGNA ðMISRATA  
After breakfast we travel to the magnificent Roman site of Leptis 
Magnaé.a highlight of Libya! This is considered the best Roman site 
around the entire Mediterranean. Originally founded and developed as a 

major port by the Phoenicians and then became a colony of Carthage. 
Visit the Theatre, Forum, Villa Silin Baths, Sports Ground, Nymphaeum 
and Temples. Continue to Misrata for overnight.     (BL)  
 
SUN 15 MAY   MISRATA ð BENGHAZI  
Morning transfer to the airport for a short flight to Benghazi. We are then 
transferred to our hotel. Rest of the day at leisure to explore the city with 

its Italianate architecture and lively souq. Overnight Benghazi.  (BL)  

MON 16 MAY   TEUCHIRA ï PTOLEMAIS ï AL - BAYDA  
Visit the Greco -Roman sites of Teuchira (Tocra), one of the five cities of 
the Greek Pentapolis. Continue to Ptolemais (Tolmeita) a Greco -Roman 
site, founded in the 4th Century BC and the last city of the Pentapolis to 

fall. Not fully excavated it has an attractive palm fringed setting. There is 
a museum with fine mosaics, a fountain representing the Eight Dancing 
Menadi, the Columns Palace and a huge cistern complex. Drive on to 
Soussa for two nights.         (BL)
